5. Auction/sale of donated goods and services

I understand confectionery sales make money.  However, with support from parents and staff, I believe the school can organise some of the above activities and get the whole school community involved in fun activities that are also mentally and physically stimulating for the children.  In addition, these activities have also proven to be successful fundraisers. 

If you haven’t already done so, SCHOOL NAME could form a committee of parents and/or teachers which can develop a healthy fundraising policy, plan events and/or obtain cut price goods and services from local traders to sell or auction. I would be more than happy to help!
